Handy SQL Scripts

Here are three SQL scripts that I find useful in my daily job.  I'm not the best SQL scriptwriter, so it shouldn't be difficult for you to improve these.  I would really like to see some of the scripts that other users find useful. 

1) When I'm trying to find out how often a program is getting run, who is running it, etc, I use this script.  I also use this to gather information on run times.  I export it to Excel and graph it to show how run times have changed.  

I set the "WHERE" line to be "1 = 1" just for this demo.  All of the rest of the conditions can be turned on, off, and adjusted as needed as needed.

2) If I need to see who is currently logged into the system I use this script.  I can then cut/paste their email addresses into our email application and send them a message such as “The system is going down.”   In order to see the responsibility and form names they are using, you will have to set the system profile option named Sign-On:Audit Level to FORM.

3) Finally, here is one I use to identify inactive users.  At the first of each month I run this script.  Any user that shows up on the list has either not logged in during the last 60 days or was setup over 15 days ago and has never logged in.  These users are sent an email asking them to "login or else."  If they fail to login within the time limit I gave in my email message  I go into the application and end date them.
